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Abstract: This study analyzes the communication strategy of Xinwen Lianbo
on rural revitalization from the perspective of agenda-setting theory. Through
content analysis of 427 reports (January 2023 to June 2024), it identifies a
structural imbalance in agenda setting—overemphasis on industry and ecolo-
gy, neglect of culture and organization—coupled with a lack of farmer subjec-
tivity and critical depth. Optimization strategies are proposed to enhance com-
munication effectiveness by diversifying, innovating narratives, and strengthen-
ing interaction.
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
